GUIDELINES ON FACULTY SCHOLARSHIPS 2009-10
NB Scholarships are only open to full-time students paying top-up fees

i.e. those entering the University after September 2006 – see notes on eligibility.

Placement Access Awards 
These awards are to facilitate short-term (less than 6 months) unpaid placements where hardship would prevent participation.  Hardship will be interpreted in the broadest sense (e.g. this could include loss of income, childcare, parent care or travel difficulties), but in all cases candidates must demonstrate that finance is a major obstacle to their undertaking the placement in question.  Candidates must provide full details of their financial circumstances, along with a personal statement, and may choose to supplement their personal statement with references or additional submissions from third parties e.g. Course Director or other academic staff, counsellors, community representatives etc.  NB additional submissions are optional, not obligatory.  

International Placement Travel Award
A single scholarship of £1,000 will be awarded to facilitate travel to undertake a placement outside the UK and Ireland, where hardship would prevent participation.  Hardship will be interpreted in the broadest sense (e.g. to include loss of income, childcare, parent care or travel difficulties), but candidates must demonstrate that finance is a major obstacle to undertaking the placement in question.  Candidates must provide full details of their financial circumstances, along with a personal statement, and may choose to supplement their personal statement with references or additional submissions from third parties e.g. Course Director or other academic staff, counsellors, community representatives.  NB additional submissions are optional, not obligatory.  

Community Outreach Scholarships  

Community Outreach awards are open to all non-final year students undertaking a placement or a project with a clear benefit to local communities or sections of NI society, with the emphasis on targeting disadvantage. This could include voluntary work abroad, provided the initiative comes entirely from the student. Application is to the Faculty Scholarships Panel, which will take account solely of the impact on, or benefit to, the community or targeted group.  

International Development Scholarships
 

International Development awards will be available to applicants undertaking placements or projects in support of developing countries or communities abroad.  The work will normally form part of the student’s degree studies, but exceptionally could include e.g. voluntary work abroad, provided the initiative comes entirely from the student. The Scholarship is open to all Social Sciences students and to students taking International Development as a minor strand.  
Eligibility Criteria

1. Students who meet the following criteria will be eligible to apply for scholarships:

· are permanently resident in NI, GB or one of the other EU countries;

· are enrolled on a full-time undergraduate degree or PGCE course;

· pay the maximum variable fee or are on the first year of a degree course which has an integrated foundation year.  Social Work students are not eligible, as they receive separate bursaries;

· are in good academic standing.
2. Scholarships are paid directly by BACS into a student’s bank account through the Student Loans Company (SLC).  In order to receive payment of a scholarship a student must have applied to an Education and Library Board, a Local Authority or, in the case of EU students, to the SLC EU Team at Darlington, given consent for their details to be shared with the University and have a UK bank account in their own name.  A student who does not wish to take out a tuition fees loan or maintenance loan may apply for a “non-means tested award” to enable the scholarship to be paid.

3. Faculties are required to supply a list of students who have been approved for a scholarship to Academic Registry to enable payment to be made through SLC.  To enable scholarships to be paid by a particular date, names must be received in Registry a minimum of 15 working days in advance.

4. Scholarships will only be paid where a student is in attendance at the University on the date on which the scholarship is due to be paid.  Scholarships will not be paid to students who leave before that date.  If a student withdraws from the course, subsequent instalments of the scholarship will be stopped.

5. The University reserves the right to reclaim from students any scholarship amounts overpaid as a result of students not having informed the University of their withdrawal from the course.

Notes on completing the application form
6. Candidates may apply for more than one scholarships scheme by ticking the relevant box(es) on the single generic application form. This form should be completed only after reading these guidelines, as the information requirements will vary for different scholarships. 

7. The application form, with additional sheets as necessary, will be used to determine the recipients of scholarships.  There is no interview or consultation with the student (although the Panel reserves the right to check information with candidates), so it is important to provide as much relevant information as possible, with corroboration if appropriate. Candidates’ personal statements should indicate why they feel they are deserving of a particular award, with reference to the criteria as set out above.

8. For all awards, the recipients will be determined by the Faculty Scholarships Panel, which comprises a representative from each School.  

9. The Panel’s decision is final – there is no appeal, and so the onus is on candidates to present a comprehensive and persuasive case.  The Panel will not seek references or testimonials from third parties, although it is open to candidates to include such references or statements of support if they believe this will strengthen their application.  However, additional evidence from third parties is not obligatory.
10. Candidates must include details of their financial circumstances, in the appropriate section, if applying for an award for which financial circumstances form part of the selection criteria.  Note that financial circumstances are not a factor in determining the recipients of Community Outreach awards.
11. Any candidates who have difficulty completing the form, or providing the information requested, may seek advice from the University’s Student Support staff.
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
